FIELD TRIAL CLASSIFICATIONS  
 

Field Trials: There are two classes for the Field Trials.  The first is the Gun Dog and 
the second is the Open.  Both Classes run on each day of the two trials. 

 
Gun Dog Class: The Gun Dog Class is open to dogs six (6) months of 

age or older which have not earned a pass/placement 
or title in a higher class.  The Gun Dog Class is 
designed for intermediate dogs and handlers.  The 
dog is not required to be steady to wing and shot in 
this class.  Gun Dog Class is run as solo only.  Entry 
fee: $40.00. 

 
Open Dog Class: The Open Class is open to dogs one (1) year of age 

or older.  Open Class is for finished gun dogs.  The 
Field Trial Committee has designated the Open Class 
heats to be run solo and also in braces (Depending 
upon the entry).  Entry fee: $50.00 for each category 
in the Open Class (solo or braces) -- if braces do not 
run, fees will be credited or refunded. 

 
Designated Game: Gamebirds are wild birds: principally Hungarian 

partridge and ringneck pheasant.  However, blue 
grouse, ruffed grouse, sharptail grouse and snipe 
occasionally inhabit the terrain, and all of the above 
have been designated as birds to be hunted during 
the field trials.  

 
T.A.N.   This is a natural ability test, run on liberated game 

birds in a bird field for dogs not older than three (3) 
years of age. A T.A.N. may also be awarded via 
equivalency, during a regular field trial heat for any 
dog meeting the requirements.
